ABOUT WESTSI DE DEVELOPMENT CORI

Westside Development Corporation (WDC), founded in 2006 by the City of San Antonio
Council and the Mayor, addresses long  -term economic development concerns in the
inner Westside of San Antonio including blight, gaps in goods and available services,
high unemployment rate, and low per -capita income for an area where 93 percent of
the population is Hispanic and/or Latino.

The WDC operates in a 15 -square mile target area serving the most vulnerable of San
Antoni ods c o Withwampapulation f.approximately 104,000, this area encom-
passes a number of impoverished neighborhoods and economically distressed census
tracts in the historically underserved Westside community of San Antonio. The Hispanic
heritage and culture has a large imprint on the Westside economy.

The WDC is committed to planning and implementing economic development initia-

tives that protect and preserve the culture and history while also creating a viable, sus-

tainable and thriving urban community. Through WDCds core smal.l b
and revitalization efforts, we work toward our mission of economic stability for the

Westside. Our vision is for a vibrant Westside community where people want to live,

work and visit.

WDC operates as a 501(c)(3) and city delegate agency, receiving funds from the City
of San Antonio, financial institutions, private foundation donors, service fees and fund-
raising activities to carry out our mission.
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As part of the revitalization effort to foster small business growth and increase the acces-
sibility to traditional streams of capital that are crucial to support, grow and retain these

local businesses, the WDC offers multiple financial programs.

BUSINESS GROWTH GRANT
Qualified businesses that need assistance to grow or improve opera-

tions may be eligible for a matching grant up to $5,000 through the
WDC Business Growth Grant program. Funds awarded through this
program are matched dollar for dollar and can be used on technolo-

gy upgrades, equipment purchases, facade improvements or building
renovations. In 2018-2019, WDC awarded grants to 4 businesses; Coco
Leche, The Koffee Kup, National Association of Latino Arts and Cultures
(NALAC) and San Antonio City Real Estate (SACRE).

OPPORUNITY ZONES
Opportunity Zones (OZ) is a program established by The Tax Cuts and Jobs Act of 2017

designed to encourage long  -term investments in low -income, high -poverty communi-
ties through tax incentives.  The goal of OZs is to promote economic vitality in distressed
areas, fund the development of workforce and affordable housing in areas with esca-

lating prices and inventory shortages, fund new infrastructure to support population

and economic growth, and upgrade the capability of existing underuti-
lized assets through capital improvement investments.

The WDC and City of San Antonio Economic Development Department

are working together to create a strategic plan that attracts OZ invest-
ments in the designated Near West Opportunity Zones, census tracts
1701.02, 1106 and 1105 (please see map). This plan will be used as a
guide to ensure that OZ investments align with
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culture and discouraging displacement in the
Westside. Once complete, WDC will direct
and oversee all services performed in re-
sponse to the strategic plan.
