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Henry B. Gonzales Mural Unveiling 
A re-creation of original artwork by Artist Ronald Rocha

In memory of Henry B. Gonzalez, we are honored to support Analy Diego in 
the re-creating of this historic mural and hope the community will join us in recognizing 
the great impact Henry B. Gonzalez had in our city, ” said Leonard Rodriguez, 
President/CEO of the WDC.  
 
The unveiling of the new mural will feature keynote remarks by Mayor Ron Nirenberg, 
City Councilman Robert C Treviño, State Representative Diego Bernal and State 
Senator Jose Menendez and Former Congressman Charles Gonzalez. Dr. Ricardo 
Romo and Board Member of La Prensa Texas, will then lead a panel discussion on The 
Life and Contributions of Henry B Gonzalez along with Dr. Maggie Rivas, Bexar County 
Commissioner Tommy Calvert, Dr. William Elizondo and former Congressman Charlie
